PURPOSE

To obtain authorization from Council for the Mayor and Corporate Officer to execute an election
cost sharing agreement with School District No. 46.

OPTIONS/ALTERNATIVES

1. That an agreement be entered into with School District No. 46 for the recovery of
additional costs incurred by the District of Sechelt in conducting the School Trustee
election; and the Mayor and Corporate Officer be authorized to execute the agreement.

2. That an agreement not be entered into and the District of Sechelt absorb the additional
costs.

DISCUSSION
Context/Background

The District of Sechelt’s Chief Election Officer conducted the 2008 School Trustee Election of
candidates for the Sechelt Electoral Area in conjunction with Sechelt’s local election. This is a
requirement under the School Act.

Prior to the election, the Chief Election Officer met with School District staff to discuss a cost
sharing agreement for the recovery of additional election costs incurred by the District for
conducting the Trustee election. Based on those discussions, the attached agreement was
subsequently prepared. It includes a provision that the School District reimburse the District of
Sechelt 22% (2/9’s) of election costs. The ratio is based on the District’s seven offices (Mayor
and six councillors) and the School District’s two Trustee positions. Other provisions in the
agreement include the School District’s agreement to provide school facilities at no cost and
responsibility for legal or unforeseen additional costs.

Policy Implications

Prior to the Mayor and Corporate Officer signing an agreement that the District of Sechelt is a
party to, a Council resolution is required authorizing execution.
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Financial Implications

The agreement will ensure that the District is reimbursed by the School District for a portion of
2008 election costs.

Communication Strategy

Staff will communicate final election costs to the School District and invoice payment under the
terms of the agreement.

RECOMMENDATION

That the report of the Director of Corporate Services dated January 13, 2009 be received;
and

The Mayor and Corporate Officer be authorized to execute the election cost sharing
agreement between the District of Sechelt and School District No. 46, dated December 10,
2008.

ELECTION COST-SHARING AGREEMENT
District of Sechelt School Trustee Election

THIS AGREEMENT MADE THE /O il DAY OF J&cerFGEK ., 2008.

BETWEEN:
District of Sechelt
2nd Floor, 5797 Cowrie Street, Sechelt, British Columbia
(hereinafter called the District)
OF THE FIRST PART
AND:

Board of Education
School District No. 46 (Sunshine Coast)
494 South Fletcher Road, Gibsons, British Columbia

(hereinafter called the Board)
OF THE SECOND PART

WHEREAS Section 37 of the School Act requires that the District conduct the School
Trustee Elections for a Trustee Electoral Area within a single municipality;

AND WHEREAS Section 40 of the Local Government Act, and Section 38 of the School
Act provide for the recovery of additional costs incurred by the District of Sechelt in
conducting the School Trustee election;

NOW THEREFORE THE PARTIES AGREE AS FOLLOWS:

1. The Board agrees that the District of Sechelt Election Bylaw in force at any time
will govern the conduct of the School Trustee Election for the District of Sechelt.

2. a. The Board agrees to pay the District 2/9 ™ (22%) of the following costs incurred
by the District for the conduct of each District of Sechelt School Trustee
election:

* Preparation of the nomination period notice;
» Advertising costs of the nomination period notice;
» Fielding general inquires.

b. Where an election by voting is required, the Board agrees to pay the District
2/9™ (22%) of the following costs incurred by the District for the conduct of
each District of Sechelt School Trustee election:

= Preparation of notice of election;
» Advertising costs of the notice of election;
» Preparation of, and printing of, ballots;
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= Staffing of the polling place to include two twelve hour advance polls, other
voting opportunities and one twelve hour general voting day;

* Counting of ballots cast, including the cost of electronic voting equipment;

* Reporting of results and other associated media reporting;

= Publishing of results in the B.C. Gazette.

c. In the event that the School Trustee election is challenged, a recount ordered, or
additional time required of District staff to satisfy unforeseen circumstances
specifically related to the School Trustee elections, the Board will pay one
hundred percent of any such costs.

3. The Board agrees to provide school facilities required for these elections at no cost
to the District.

4. The Board agrees to pay all legal costs which can be specifically attributed to the
School Trustee election.

5. The District shall supply the Board with a breakdown of the costs for the items
covered by this agreement by January 1 of the year immediately following the year
of the District of Sechelt School Trustee elections and the Board shall reimburse the
District for these costs by March 1 of that year.

To provide Council with information regarding the role and responsibilities of councillors
appointed to outside groups as council liaisons.

“That staff prepare and bring forward for Council’s consideration draft roles and
responsibilities to guide Council members serving as liaisons with outside agencies.”

Guidance on Councillors’ Role as Liaison to Public Committees
“Committees” shall mean any agency, board or committee consisting of
members of the public and to which Council has the right to appoint a
member of Council as a representative
The role of members of Council on the City’s boards and committees should be
clearly identified. Members of Council are not expected to be advocates for
this or that body but, rather, to act as a liaison on behalf of the Council. This
enables such members to reserve their judgment on issues until such time as
they have heard at the Council table from other members of Council as well as
the expert commentary from the administration.
What does this role imply? While each municipality or district might amend the
following to suit their particular requirements, these guidelines should prove
helpful.
Appointment
1. Council’s representative should be either designated by the Mayor or
should be appointed by Council.
Representative
2. As a representative of Council, the appointee will not commit the
Council to any position unless it is in accordance with Council’s current
policy position.
Rights of Council Representative on Committees
3. A member of Council has the following rights as a committee member:
a. To develop an understanding of the purposes of the committee
and its role in the community
b. To enhance the relationship between the Council and the
committee
c. To participate in debates as a member of the committee
d. To vote on the issues presented to the committee
e. To abstain from voting if so permitted by the rules of procedures

governing the committee

f. To vote in opposition to any resolution if the member believes
that best reflects his/her position or that of the Council
g. To place the resolution of the committee before Council as a
resolution for Council to discuss and vote upon
Limitations of a Council Representative
4. A member of Council as a member of a committee consisting of Council
members and members of the public will not:
a. Accept any nomination to any executive position on the
committee
b. Attempt to direct the staff of the committee or any staff of the
municipality who may be appointed as advisors to the committee
c. Agree to argue the case of the committee before Council.
Role of the Committee Chair
5. The committee chair is expected to be the committee’s main
spokesperson and advocate of committee positions/resolutions.
6. The chair may be asked to speak to recommendations by the committee
at a Council meeting. If the issue is significant, the Clerk of the Council

may ask the chair to come to Council as a delegation.

Mayor Inkster:

| am writing to ask that you designate a council member and/or staff member to be the liaison and contact
person for issues affecting seniors in the Sechelt area.

As an example of the need for this, | am forwarding an agenda and minutes for the Seniors Network
Advisory Group (SNAG), of which | am a member. This is an information-sharing group on issues
concerning seniors that meets once every two months. Matching its name, it is purely a network of
interested persons and organizations, and concentrates on updating and educating rather than
undertaking projects of any magnitude. If projects arise, the network helps the proponent find the
appropriate organization to be sponsor.

SNAG is coastwide in scope and has representatives from VCH, from seniors organizations, and from
three local governments. The current chair is Alison Sawyer from Gibsons, and the vice-chair is Jill
Hightower from Secret Cove. In the past, Cam Reid often attended for the District of Sechelt; Bob Curry
has attended for the Town of Gibsons and Garry Nohr for the SCRD.

SNAG normally meets on Wednesdays, every other month (5-6 meetings a year). The upcoming meeting
is Wednesday January 14, 10-12 am, at the Seniors Activity Centre on Trail Avenue. The meeting date
may make it difficult for someone to attend from DoS, unless it is a staff member such as Connie Jordison
or Andre Boel. Despite this, | am hoping that someone from DoS, whether staff or elected, can attend.
Alternatively, | can undertake to continue attending, as a community member, and to forward agendas
and minutes to the designated lliaison person, for the information of District of Sechelt Council and staff.

Last Saturday Andre Boel and Alice Janisch attended a workshop on seniors housing, put on by a
coalition of housing societies on the Coast. They and others at the workshop understood that for
housing and other planning activities concerning Sunshine Coast seniors, local governments are key
partners. Please help community groups contribute, through designating a council member or staff
person from DoS as the liaison for issues affecting seniors.
