As a past president of the SCBBCOA, and one who has wor
Councils, | was shocked to learn of the current Council's apparent intention

to increase the licence fee for B&B's by 528%. The SCBBCOA has enjoyed a positive
working relationship with Sechelt Council, however, both the content and manner in
which the information was conveyed fails to honour that relationship.

It appears that Sechelt SCBBCOA members are to be singled out by the District of
Sechelt, through a poorly researched and discriminatory proposal to significantly
increase business licence fees for B&B's. The increased business licence fee

proposal is apparently applicable only to B&B home businesses. The proposal is poorly
researched as it also includes an increased fee for garbage collection and sewage
disposal, yet fails to draw the distinction between one room B&B's; three room B&B's;
or 20 room motels. Furthermore, it fails to recognize that the District has already fee
mechanisms in place to charge for increased garbage collection.

District of Sechelt's own research states that tourism is a significant part of the
Sunshine Coast economy ($60M, 2001 report; current estimate for 2009 is $75M) and
B&B's have played an important leadership role in both the development and growth
of this vital industry. The 528% increase in business licence fees will cause our B&B's
to be less competitive, and reduced occupancy levels will negatively impact the
local economy. This is a scenerio in which everyone loses and is to be avoided.

It is recognized that current economic conditions have reduced taxation revenues for
the District of Sechelt, however the B&B business licence fee proposal will negatively
impact our local economy, creating further strains on your taxation revenues. It is my
hope that the District of Sechelt will restore its working relationship with the
SCBBCOA and invite representatives to be part of the problem solving procees. It is a
relationship that has worked well in the past and is more important than ever as we
confront the current economic conditions.

Re: Police Records Information Management Environment of British Columbia
(PRIME-BC)

We are in receipt of your letter dated September 22", 2009 and appreciate your correspondence
regarding the success of the PRIME-BC initiative for police records management. We are
pleased with the Province’s contribution to the project and the project’s success.

I am writing today to request reconsideration of passing the operating costs onto municipalities.
From our understanding PRIME-BC was introduced as a ‘no-cost-to-municipalities’ initiative.
Those of us who where present when your predecessor announced this Provincial Initiative
would recall vividly, Mr. John Les’ announcement that this project will be totally funded by the
province and not local government. Since its introduction, the costs have slowly transitioned to
local governments based on what appears to be a decision by a Board of Directors that does not
have municipal representation. We believe there needs to be sufficient municipal representation
on the Board to be heard. As you may appreciate, introduction of costs while others manage the
cost drivers isn’t an appropriate allocation of accountability.

This past week at the 2009 Union of British Columbia Municipalities Convention, the members
unanimously approved Resolution #B26 ‘Pushback on Downloading and Offloading’ indicating
the membership is very supportive of the need to manage our finances by not assuming the
province’s areas of responsibility. In the same conference, the membership voted in favour of
having municipal representation on the PRIME-BC Board. With these directives, we believe we
need to assess the PRIME-BC program in its entirety to understand the legislated area of
responsibility, our current practice and allocate costs according to responsibility areas.

In the interim, we ask that the Province refrain from increasing PRIME-BC costs in 2010 until
such time that a municipal voice is introduced on the Board and an assessment is done on areas
of responsibility. We believe it is most appropriate that the Province assumes full responsibility
for PRIME-BC since it is a provincial initiative, assists with cross-jurisdictional issues and also

benefits the province. After all, this was the intent, if not commitment, on the part of the
Province when PRIME-BC was introduced several years ago.
